The house is of made of mud block with a tin roof and a dirt floor. They
have only one bed and the whole family sleeps on the same bed. They have
some wooden stools, one table and some plastic dishes. They have no
electricity, no running water and no toilet. They light their house with
candles and carry water from the stream for use in cooking and cleaning.
They have an outdoor bathroom that they share with others. The mother
cooks on a stove made from adobe mud and it fueled by sticks. This

causes a great deal of smoke in the house and makes the ceiling black
from the soot. It also makes breathing difficult.
